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LYING THE BEST QUALITY PETS





MICE CARE SHEET
We suggest two mice of the same sex, as this way they have company without the risk of breeding. Two females may be a better option, as the males do tend to smell more and can become territorial.
LIFESPAN:2 to 3 years
HOUSING:
The best home for your pet mice is a wire cage with a plastic tray floor or a plastic tank with a wire lid.  Mice like to climb, which wire cages allow, but they can squeeze through tiny gaps, so the spaces between the bars should not be greater than the width of your little finger. Wooden cages should not be used, as mice will chew their way out. 
Cages should supply sufficient space for the occupants to exercise and provide environmental enrichment, such as tubes or tunnels, sheets of paper to tear up, exercise wheels and ladders. They should include a shelter and a place to sleep, such as a plastic house or igloo. Providing tunnels, such as cardboard or plastic tubes, also allows them to express their natural behaviour. Nesting material should be provided, but do not use cotton, nylon or fibre bedding as this could be a danger to your mouse if swallowed. The cage floor should be covered with an absorbent litter material such as wood shavings or pellets. The cage should be kept clean and dry.
Ventilation and cage cleanliness are particularly important as ammonia is a strong respiratory irritant.  Limiting ammonia build up will therefore help to prevent respiratory disease.  Hence, cages should be cleaned out on a regular basis, at least once weekly, which will also help reduce odours.  
Mice should be kept inside, away from direct sunlight and draughts and out of the reach of any other pets. The temperature in the room should be constant. Their hearing is extremely sensitive so they should be situated away from loud noises such as a stereo.

DIET:
We suggest a good quality mouse food, supplemented with a small amount of fresh fruit and vegetables three or four times a week. We suggest apples, raw carrots, peas, corn (in moderation), orange and bokchoy. Too much lettuce, cabbage and broccoli can cause diarrhoea so feed sparingly.

WATER:
Ensure your pet has plenty of fresh water. We recommend a gravity flow plastic bottle with a metal tube (sipper tube) as this keeps water clean. Replace daily.
THE GNAWING URGE:
Mice belong to the rodent family and have a single pair of incisor teeth that grow constantly. They need to have something hard to nibble on to wear down these teeth to prevent eating problems. Mice enjoy cuttlefish bones that are a good source of calcium, and also small chicken bones or wooden blocks.
HANDLING:

Mice should be picked up at the base of the tail and then supported underneath their body. Once your mouse is comfortable you can allow it to climb all over you or to sit in our pocket!
